In completion of a sample document, the following guidelines briefly illustrate the definite design of abstract for the 2nd International Symposium on Sediment Disasters under the Influence of Climate Change and Tectonic Activity. 

General requirements for the definite abstract
In order to manage standardized appearance and structure of the accepted abstract for the symposium, the editorial board strictly demands to follow the instructions below: 

1. Number of pages: The extended abstract must cover 2 pages (at least 1½ but strictly not more than 2 pages). This can for example easily be achieved by varying the size of an embedded illustration. 

2. Illustrations must be in black and white only (strictly not colored). 

3. The abstract must be written in English. 
PAGE LAYOUT 
4. Page format: DIN A4, no page numbering! 
5. Side margins for all pages: 25mm above, below, left and right 

6. One column per page 

7. Title, subtitle as well as names of the author(s) must be set in the center 

8. The main text must be set in a grouped style. 

9. The layout of the first page: 

Title: Spacing of 3 lines above the title line (single line spacing) or altogether 4 cm from the top edge of the page 

Subtitle (optional): A new paragraph below the title, one line space 

Full name of the authors (first name last name) with footnotes (address), a new paragraph with one line space below the title and subtitle respectively 

10. Chapter headings: A new paragraph with one line space before and one line space after the heading 

11. Images and tables 

All images must be inscribed below the image 

All tables must be inscribed above the tables 

All images and tables must be numbered consecutively 

Images and tables which cover the whole page width must not overlap the edges 

Images and tables can, however, also be surrounded by text on the right and on the left 

12. Keywords: at the end of the extended abstract (e.g. lower part of the second page)
